You can add extra notes (solo) using the following notes which make Pentatonic Blues scale in B. 


Notes: B, D, E, F#, A





OR… from the Pentatonic Blues scale in E. 


Notes: E, G, A, B, D





The notes of the Pentatonic Blues scale in ‘B’ are the same notes as the natural or ‘normal’ Pentatonic scale in the key of ‘D’. Note that ‘B’ is the relative minor key of ‘D’.  





Likewise,  the notes of the Pentatonic Blues scale in ‘E’ are the same notes as the natural or ‘normal’ Pentatonic scale in the key of ‘G’, since ‘E’ is the relative minor key of ‘G’.
